Bythe end of 2010 the organisation had made more than 100,000 loans totalling over MWK1bn invalue.The MicroLoan Foundation exists to reduce poverty and inequality in Africa by providingmicrofinance services, specialized training programmes and mentoring support forimpoverished women. It has pioneered an innovative and sustainable microfinance modelsuited to rural areas and for people at the bottom of the pyramid for whom no other source ofmicrofinance is available.  The charity also provides opportunities for women to develop lifelong skills, access vitalfinancial services and establish sustainable small businesses, an integrated approach whichhas a dramatic effect on their quality of life. In order to be able to enhance this area of work, Microloan Foundation has built a new state ofthe art Training Centre at Kasungu . The Centre was opened by the Reverend Bishop Kaulandaon the 4th May. The ceremony was opened with the Matunda women’s credit group welcomingstaff, management and partners of MicroLoan with singing and dancing. The Microloan Foundation knitting and sewing schoolThe charity has pioneered a life skills project which offers women a real opportunity not only tolearn a new skill but develop a new income for their families. Students study either knitting orsewing for three months with suitably qualified tutors and are then supported either in groups orindividually to purchase machines and / or materials for them to make garments for sale. Thecharity has also sourced prestigious national and international markets where they can sellspecific products.Training, meeting and conference facilities.These will be available for use not just by the MicroLoan Foundation but also for localgovernment and other NGOs to hold meeting and conduct training sessions.The tour was followed by speeches by founder Peter Ryan and from the Bishop Kaulanda, andthe Interim CEO Francis Munywoki, explaining how this marks a new beginning for MicroLoanFoundation, and its vision for the journey ahead. Guest also heard from 2 of MicroLoan’s clientsas to how their support now enables them to send their children to school and makeimprovements in their homes. The event finished with a buffet lunch and more dancing.  
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
